Year 3 and Year 5 have received their NAPLAN results this week and 
our school Executive Team have analysed the extensive data that we 
are provided around our school’s performance. Our results are strong, 
particularly when they are compared with ‘like’ school and the state 
average. In short, we are performing considerably above the state in 
almost all areas. Similarly, when compared to ‘like’ schools we are 
performing above in most areas as well. The most exciting data for us 
so far is being in the ‘Excellence’ category in the ‘growth’ data from 
Year 3 to Year 5. It is a very strong indicator that the processes that 
we have introduced to the school in terms of data collection, 
intervention practises and changes to pedagogy are working well.
